COURSE OVERVIEW
This course will introduce students to the elements of landscape design: the design process, landscape styles, how to work with clients and the aesthetics and mechanics of creating a residential landscape design. Basic drafting and rendering of the landscape plan will be covered in the lab.

Lab Assignments, Charrette and lab participation:
	Attendance at lab is VERY important! Lab assignments will build on what is learned during the lab. Labs will be creative outlets and a chance to learn and practice new skills. 
	Charrettes are design-specific opportunities to work collaboratively or individually to solve design problems and brainstorm creative solutions. Charrettes are your opportunity to practice the skills learned up to that point and to apply the design principles and elements presented in the course. As such, your participation is compulsory. Charrettes will vary and may be either individual work or group work.
	Because of the hands-on nature of practicing skills and creative problem solving, lab assignments, charrettes and participation will not be accepted late nor will make up assignments be offered except in emergency situations. 

Style research and presentation
Each student will be assigned a particular landscape style to research and then present to the class. This will include how that style is demonstrated in the landscape as well as in interior design, clothing, music, colors, food, etc. More details and a grading rubric will be provided in class.

Final design project and presentation
Each student will receive the same base map from which they will generate a complete landscape plan, including demolition, hardscape and planting plans. The student will also present the plan to the class. All students will be expected to engage in and receive critique on designs. More details and a grading rubric will be presented in class.
